Dear Friends,

Trail walks with our members always nourish our spirits. Something special 
happens in our conversations when we’re outside, putting one foot in front 
of the other. We notice more together. Complaints about the world vanish in 
a shared appreciation for the nature surrounding us.

That’s why we’re enthused about a new movement that’s gathering steam. It 
calls on us to not only become “carbon neutral” but also “nature positive.” 
Natural climate solutions are available to us right now, but they’re often 
overlooked. Undisturbed forests, wetlands, and meadows can lock away 
carbon dioxide and help prevent flooding. It’s why in 2023, we permanently 
conserved 293 acres of open space.  

A nature positive approach also means enriching our biodiversity. A 
surprising assortment of helpers enhanced our habitats last year. Volunteers 
joined us to uproot invasive Himalayan balsam; mercenary beetles fed on 
the Japanese aphids killing our hemlock trees; and hungry goats ate the 
overgrowth of poison ivy and bittersweet. 

To encourage a daily connection with nature, we improved public access 
on 35 miles of our trails. We installed over 500 feet of boardwalk to make 
muddy, wet trails more accessible. We re-routed our popular but eroding 
Ragged Mountain Trail. We constructed a sturdy new bridge on our 
Rockland Bog Trail off Route 90 to restore access to a 7-mile trail. 

We’re enrolling future generations of nature enthusiasts through enriching 
art experiences at the Langlais Art Preserve. Last year, we reopened after-
school and summer programs for kids. 

In 2024, we’re offering even more opportunities to bring you closer to 
nature, close to home. We hope you’ll participate in our efforts to protect 
our local nature and improve the quality of ALL life in our extraordinary 
watershed.
